2.Check condition of window-- all wood parts of
window mustbe in good shape and able to firmly
hold the needed screws. If not, make repairs
before installing unit.

5. Screw or nail cabinet wooden frame using
shims if frame is oversized, to eliminate
distortion. Rememberto maintain proper
slop as described in Step 3.

6. Install chassis into cabinet by following all
steps in Step 8 of Window Mounting.
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OPTIONAL: Caulking andinstallation of trim on
interior wallmay be done. You can buy wood from
your localnumber or hardware supply. Onthe
outside, caulk openings around top and sides of
cabinet, and all sides of wood sleeve to the opening.

Masonry Construction

1. Cutor build a wall opening inthe masonry wall
similar to the frame construction (referto Step
2 of Thru-the-wall Installation for a wall
thickness greaterthan 8-1/2").

2. Securecabinet in place using masonry nails,
or theright masonry anchor screws. (Another
way todo thisis to build anin-between frame
of 2x4 s as shown inthe Step 2 Prepare Wall
illustrations-but make it double framed on
either side, and install between masonry wall
opening and cabinet. Frame must be securely
anchored to masonry wall opening). This way
gives very good louver clearance on either
side of cabinet.

3. Installa lintel to support masonry wall above
cabinet. Existing holes in cabinet can be used
and/ or additional holes can be drilled to fasten
cabinet atvarious positions. Be sure that side
louver clearanceis in accordance with Step 1
above.

4. Install exterior cabinetsupport brackets as
shown in Step 2 of Thru-the-wall installation.
Caulk orflash ifneeded, to provide a wether-
tight seal around top and sides of cabinet.

5. To completeinstallation, apply wood trim
molding around room side projection of cabinet.
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CARE AND CLEANING

WARNING

Clean your air conditioner occasionally to keep it looking new. Be sure to unplug the unit
before cleaning to prevent chock or fire hazards.

Air Filter Cleaning

The air filter should be checked at least once a
month to see if cleaning is necessary. Trapped
particles in the filter can build up and cause an
accumulation of frost on the cooling coils.

® Push the vent handle to the Vent Closed position

(where applicable).
¢ Open the front panel.
e Grasp the filter, pull up and out.
o Wash the filter using liquid dishwashing deter-
gent and warm water. Rinse filter thoroughly.
¢ Gently shake excess water from the filter. Be
sure the filter is thoroughly dry before replacing.
o Or, instead of washing you may vacuum the
filter clean.
Note: Never use hot water over 104°F (40°C) to
clean the air filter. Never attempt to operate the
unit without the air filter.

Cabinet Cleaning

® Be sure to unplug the air conditioner to prevent
shock or fire hazard. The cabinet and front may
be dusted with an oil-free cloth or washed with
a cloth dampened in a solution of warm water
and mild liquid dishwashing detergent. Rinse
thoroughly and wipe dry.

e Never use harsh cleaners, wax or polish on the
cabinet front.

e Be sure to wring excess water from the cloth before
wiping around the controls. Excess water in or around
the controls may cause damage to the air conditioner.

e Plug in air conditioner.

Winter Storage

If you plan to store the air conditioner during the winter,
remove it carefully from the window according to the
installation instructions. Cover it with plastic or return it

to the original carton.
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TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS

Before calling for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. This list includes common
occurrences that are not the result of defective workman-ship or materials in this appliance.
